
GEN ERAL INFORMATION 

These Courses ( B) are available for women 
and g irls who are members of trade unions. 

Lectures: Students attend on one night 
( Friday) each week, during three College Terms : 
Autumn, Spring and Summer. There are two 
lectures nightly, 8.00 p.m. to 10.00 p.m., followed 
by tea and d1scuss1on, 10.00 p.m. to 10.30 p.m. 

The Autumn Term begins on Friday, 24 
September 1965 and ends on 3 December ; the 
Spring Term begins in mid -January and ends 
before Easter ; the Summer Term begins after 
Easter and ends 1n mid - May. 

The 1ns1de pages of this leaflet explain what 
matters are dealt with in the lectures. 

Reading: Students are given typed copies 
of the lecturers' notes. A lending library is also 
available. 

Fees: The College fees are paid on the first 
night of each Term, or by instalments: Autumn 
Term, 1 Os., Spring Term, 1 Os., Summer Term, 5s. 
These fees cover lectures, lecture notes and tea . 

Several trade unions give scholarships to their 
members, and refund these fees, in full or in part, 
to students who produce a College receipt. 
Enquiries about this should be made from your 
union officials . 

H ow to enrol : You can enrol by applying in 
person at the College, Sandford Road, Ranelagh, 
on any week-night (Monday to Friday) during 
the week starting Monday, 13 September, 1965, 
or at any other time by appointment. 

Diploma: After two years, students are 
awarded the College Diploma in Social , Family 
and Trade Union Studies.

Since 1956, several hundred women and 
gi rl s, members of trade un ions, have attended 
them. 

B. 1. FIRST COLLEGE COURSE 

Part iculars about enroll ing at the Coll ege are 
given on the back page of this leaflet. First Year 
students attend lectures on the following subjects. 

SUBJ ECTS 

1. W omen Today 
What is the human dignity of which the Pope 

wrote ? What are the rights he mentioned? To 
live life to the full , to get the best out of it, it is 
necessary to understand human nature. Soul and 
Body, Morals, The Creation of Woman, Freedom, 
Your Rights, Work and Recreation, Imagination, 
Emotions, What Men and Women Have in 
Common, Are Women Inferior ? . these are 
some of the matters discussed .

2. Trade Unions and Women 
If a member of a trade union merely pays her
